Skin-contact wines are often misunderstood. Sure, we’ve seen some bad examples in recent years, 
but if you look with curiosity and childlike wonder, you'll discover the historic taste of traditional 
winemaking. The roots of 'amber' wine date back thousands of years to Georgia, the 
original birthplace of wine, where both red and white grapes were fermented in qvevri's (large clay 
amphorae buried in the Earth). It’s the oldest method of making wine and speaks of history. Skin-
contact-whites follow the red wine-making method; white grape skins, which would usually be 
pressed of f and discarded, are left to steep with the grape juice (like tea) for some time. It’s a broad 
category, but what emerges isn’t your typical white wine, at least by today's standards. Its hues 
range from deep yellow to opaque amber. Because of this time in contact with the skins, the wines 
emerge with grippy texture, unique aromatic profiles, and red-wine-like characters.

892023 Jingalup 'Proxy' Riesling - Sur Lie 
Created by local legend Jess Waldren, this melt-in-your-mouth Riesling features musk, lemon 
curd, and a tart lemonade finish—perfect for summer.

1472022 Cos 'Rami' Bianco
Crafted from native Italian grapes, Grecanico and Inzolia, this skin-contact wine captures its 
volcanic coastal environment with salty, expressive notes.

682024 SWV Skins – Chenin Blanc 
The original amber wine from Western Australia and an established benchmark of the style.

1912019 Ruggabellus ‘Quomodo’ White 
A complex amber wine from Barossa, featuring preserved mandarin peel and tannic depth—ideal 
for those wanting to experience how complex and word-class Australia’s amber wines can be. 
This is a very serious wine.

982021 Dzmebis Marani - Bolnisi Rkatsiteli 
From the historic Georgian Brothers Cellar, this organic Rkatsiteli offers notes of beeswax and 
baked quince with a savory finish. 

952016 Markus Altenburger Weiss
Aged 9 years, this blend reveals preserved orange rind, almond meal, and layered complexities—
history in a bottle.

15/752022 Ancarani ‘PerLaGioai’ - Albana
More than a vineyard, Ancarani is a small farm in the Faentine hills. This lightly skin-contact 
wine offers chalky texture, sea breeze, and earthy flavours—your gateway to funkier wines.
